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IPAC has already completed its 2nd quarter of the 2nd year activities and started the journey of 
3rd quarter in the month of December 2009. The past was much more focused on policy review 
and formulation. Particularly, IPAC emphasized to get Government Order to form CMO in all 
PAs, approval for getting 50% of entry fees from park visitors by the community, revision of 
social forestry rule, preparing PA rule, reviewing water body leasing policy etc. We can use the 
legal instruments for expediting the field activities now and in future also.  
 
This paper is a guideline for the facilitatators to accelerate the field activities related to local 
governance (Enclosed as Annex 1): 
 

• Existing CMOs (CMCs. RMOs, etc.) under NSP and MACH:  How to regenerate and 
sustain interests?  

 
Existing CMCs need to be restructured according to the new Government Order. In this regard 
we need to speed up the process of forming village conservation forum (VCF) and people’s 
forum (PF). The following activities are important: 
 
Restructuring the existing CMC: 
 

1. Orient the CMC members on new GO for Co Management Organizations. 
2. Orient FD field personnel (Range officers, Beat officers) on the new GO. 
3. Formation of VCF and Peoples Forum.  

(The operational Guideline is enclosed as Annex 1A) 
4. Elect Councilors from all categories of stakeholders. Asses representation. 
5. Hold CM Council meeting to suspend the existing committee.  
6. Restructure the Co Management Council and Committee.  
 

(New Government Order is enclosed as Annex 2) 
 
CMC Meeting: 
 

1. Hold regular meeting of the CM Council and committee. 
(Meeting standards are enclosed as Annex 3) 

2. Assist CMC to prepare next year annual plan. Assume how many visitors  
will be there  
and how much money will be approved by government as 50% of entry  
fee) 
(Entry fee guideline is enclosed herewith as Annex 4) 

3. Submit it to DFO for his comments and consideration. 
 
Financial Clarity, Accountablity and Transparancy: 
 

1. Assist Accounts Assistant for preparing financial report and to submit in all  
CMC meeting. 

2. Assist Accounts Assistant for preparing visitor’s report and to submit in  
each CMC meeting. 

3. Ensure financial reports and minutes of CMC meeting posted in a public place. 
4. Facilitate presentation, review and discussion of financial reports by CMC. 
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5. Assist member secretary to prepare CMC report and submit to DFO and PD and 
copy to COP IPAC  
(Enclosed CMC Reporting format as Annex 5) 

6. Assist Accounts Assistant to hang the number of visitors’ everyday in a public 
place. 

7. Assist CMC to hang a recommendation box for public in front of ticket counter 
(Prepare form for recommendations). 

8. Assist CMC to meet with the council chairman and brief him about the progress 
and situation for his suggestion and recommendation. 

 
Capacity building: 
 

1. Cross visit for new CMC members to other PAs. 
2. Use first 2 hours to discuss an issue related to forest law/ climate change and 

use/cmc roles and responsibility and give example from the area.  
(Enclosed CMC GO summary as Annex 6) 

3. Write down, distribute and discuss good examples of other CMCs. 
4. Create a platform for cluster based CMC and discuss common issues like brick 

field, illicit felling etc. The CMC could meet after three months. 
 
 

• Existing RMO need to be energized, need to give a break through; speed up the 
activities immediately. The time of MACH project is becoming end soon. The following 
activities could be taken from now to speed up the activities:

1. Create a platform for cluster based RMO and discuss common issues like water 
pollution, illicit harvesting etc. The platform could seat quarterly basis.

2. Monitor the activities RUG and facilitate to include community development 

activities. 
3. Monitor the status of credit and AIGA training activities.

1. Clarify role, responsibilty and authority of CPG; clarify what assistance and 
support provided to CPG. 

2. Monitor the activities of CPG. 
3. Attend CPG meting regularly. 
4. Form a sub committee to monitor CPG activities. 
5. Discuss the CPG guideline in CPG meeting. 
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6. Review results and issues arising from monitoring. 
(Enclosed CPG guideline as Annex 7) 

 
Financial Clarity: 
 

1. Assist Accounts Assistant for preparing financial report and to submit in all CMC 
meeting. 

2. Assist Accounts Assistant for preparing visitor’s report and to submit in each 
CMC  
meeting. 

3. Assist member secretary to prepare CMC report and submit to DFO and PD and 
copy to COP IPAC  

4. Assist CMC to meet with the council chairman and brief him about the progress 
and situation for his suggestion and recommendation.

The Site Co-ordinations will take initiative to implement the activities according to the guideline. 
It is obvious that the Co Management organizations will play critical role in Co Management 
process where the local stakeholders should have to participate actively. Our all activities 
should be dedicated to empower the local stakeholders. Site Coordinators will have multiple 
roles in this process. Hence, they need to be prepared for all sorts of struggle for establishing 
Protected Area Network.

The operational Guideline for CMC formation 
 

In order to ensure active participation in co-management by the stakeholders in and around the 
forest Protected Areas, Co-management institutions will be formed (one each for a Forest 
Range covered within PAs) with representation from villages inside and adjacent to the PAs. 
 
Objectives: 
 

1. To ensure the effective role of the resource user villages a “Peoples’ Forum” will be 
formed with representation of the villagers/resource users living in those villages. 

2. All the villages will be selected according to their stake on forest resources, which would 
be determined through PRA and RRA. 

3. Peoples’ Forum has to be given an effective role in the management of the protected 
areas. 

4. It is necessary to enact an order for people’s participation in the management forest 
protected areas through forming Co Management Committee.  

 
The following forum will be formed under each forest range: 
 

1. Co management Council 
2. Co management Committee 
3. Peoples’ Forum(PF) 
4. Village Conservation Forum (VCF) 

 
 
Village Conservation Forum: 
 
A village is a clustered human settlement or community normally living in rural areas, permanent 
with fixed dwellings. Traditionally, village is one of the root level structures of the society which 
has significant role in local governance and decartelization of the society.  
 
Village Conservation Forum (VCF) is an inclusive platform of the co management process 
where the poor villagers or resource users except specific categories like local government 
member, civil society member and owner of the resource user institutions that ensures direct 
participatory democracy. It offers equal opportunity to majority village residence including 
women and indigenous community to discuss, criticize and propose relevant activities for Co 
Management Organization. 
 
Village Conservation Forum (VCF) can be effective forum to discuss the issues like a) Rights of 
the community to conserve natural forests b) Possible actions to protect illicit felling c) Social 
security, gender justice, health and hygiene d) Options for Alternative Income Generation 
Activities e) Infrastructure development for    
 
Steps to form Village conservation Forum (VCF): 
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The following steps to be taken to form VCF- 
 

1. Organize village meeting to describe the objective of the census  
2. Household census to be conducted for identifying the position and condition of the 

village people 
3. At the time of census, clearly describe the power and responsibility of the VCF, PF and 

CMC 
4. Organize village level meeting with the resource user and describe the power and 

responsibility of the VCF, PF and CMC again. In case of large village, divide the village 
according to the “Para” 

5. Form the VCF in the meeting 
6. 50% of the VCF member should be women 
7. Elect Peoples Forum member from the VCF  

 
Power of the Village Conservation Forum (VCF): 
 

1. To allow village dwellers for involving in co management process  
2. To restrict illicit felling from the forest 
3. To stop illegal encroachment of forest land 
4. To withdraw representatives from peoples’ Forum for their anti co management activities 

 
Responsibility of the Village Conservation Forum (VCF): 
 

1. For local governance to be effective, activating VCF is a real challenge. It needs to 
motivate and mobilize the members of the VCF for participating in regular and 
meaningful meeting. VCF will meet to plan and prepare a ‘menu’ for village development 
and review the implementation of the plan by co management organizations. 

2. Village Conservation Forum will seat together to select Community Patrolling Group 
(CPG) Members from their own village. They are also responsible to exclude, change or 
reselect the CPG members according to the decisions of Co Management Committee 
and Peoples Forum. 

3. Village Conservation Forum will seat together to select Peoples Forum (PF) Members 
from their own village. They are also responsible to exclude, change or reselect the PF 
members according to the decisions of Co Management Committee and Peoples Forum 
if necessary. 

4. Village Conservation Forum can monitor and discuss the implementation of the 
development projects and suggest PF and CMC to improve the quality of work 

5.  VCF is responsible to assist PF and CMC for selecting participants of social forestry 
program of the Forest Department (FD) 

6. To select labour for cleaning or any sorts of activities inside the forest  VCF will assist PF 
and CMC and FD 

7. VCF may during the meeting take decision to form its own committee to look into the 
issues and make suggestions 

8. To control the anti conservation activities; VCF is responsible to inform the CMC if any 
such type of activities happened in their village  

9. VCF can ask CMC to provide the project proposal and financial document of CMC to go 
through for inspection if they have any question or confusion 

10. VCF are responsible to give comments and recommendations of CMC activities through 
PF, if they are not satisfied by the answer of the CMC they can raise the question in front 
of Divisional Forest Officer 
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11. Village Conservation Forum is mandated to meet at least four times in a year; may meet 
more according to the necessity of community 

 
 
Peoples’ Forum: 
 

The People’s Forum will be formed by election of representatives from villages and local 
communities within the Protected Area landscape. All key stakeholders should be 
represented, particularly women, the youth, lower income households, and important 
resource user groups.  Thirty-three percent of the members of the People’s Forum will 
be women.   

 
1. In each designated villages there will be one “Village Conservation Forum (VCF)” with 

the participation of forest resource users; 
2. The People’s Forum will meet at least twice in a year and carry out its responsibilities. 
3. The “village conservation committee (VCF)” will select two representatives for the 

“Peoples’ Forum”; 
4. The forum will select an executive committee comprising 9-11 members for 

implementing the activities of the Peoples’ Forum and 33% of the member should be 
women; 

5. The members of the Peoples’ Forum will elect the executive committee through ballot; 
6. The duration of the Executive committee will be two years; but if necessary or any 

disputes arises against the committee and two-third members of the Forum agrees the 
committee may be dissolved before its duration and a new committee may be elected; 

7. The structure of the committee will be:  
President 
Vice President 
Secretary 
Joint Secretary 
Treasurer 
Members 
(33 % of the member should be women) 
 

Responsibility of the Peoples Forum 
 
a. Represent local users of natural resources and ensure that local livelihood issues are 

taken into account in the preparation and implementation of Protected Area co-
management plans 

b. Recommend and support initiatives for protecting the natural resources of the Protected 
Area and conserving biodiversity and assist the Forest Department and co-management 
institutions in implementing tree plantations, reforestation, habitat restoration, nature 
tourism activities and other management activities of the Protected Area 

c. Provide guidance for proposals for implementing the Protected Area Co-management 
Plans, particularly with respect to the development of alternative income generating 
activities and management of the sustainable use of natural resource 

d. Assist to prepare Protected Area Co-Management Plans and Annual Work Plans for 
landscape area conservation and development in and around the Protected Area 

e. Provide any other required assistance to the Co-management Committee on Protected 
Area management. 
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Ensure that the revenue earned through co-management activities are utilized for the socio-
economic development of the local poor stakeholders 
 
 
 
Co Management Council: 
 
 
For the fulfillment of the objectives, Co-management council will be formed for management of 
PA with the full support and active participation of the key & stakeholders of the Protected Areas 
and the landscape. 
 

1. Different categories of stakeholders will select/elect their own representatives for the Co 
management Council. The categories are:  

a)  Civil Society    Maximum 5 Persons 
(Local respectable persons, teacher, physician, social worker, 
Journalist, religious leader and freedom fighter) 

   b) Local Administration    Maximum 3 Persons 
    Upazila Nirbahi Officer  (UNO)     
    Representative from Police

2. Local Parliament Member, Upazila Parishad Chairman and Divisional Forest Officer are 

the Advisor of the council 
3. Upazila Nirbahi Officer (UNO) and the respective Range Officer will serve as the 

Chairman and Member-Secretary of the Co-management Council 
4. The Co-management Council will have maximum 65 members. Out of these, minimum 

number of women members will be 15 
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5. The Council will meet at least twice in a year .The Member Secretary may convene the 
meeting giving 7 days notice, if necessary 

6. The members of the co-management council will be elected for 4 years and after four 
year the council will be dissolve and the new council will be formed through election at 
Annual General Meeting, however, the representatives from government institutions will 
remain as ex-officio members of the council 

7. The Co management Council can be dissolved: 
a) According to Government Order the duration of the Council is 4 years and after 

that a new council would be formed through election. 
b) A council could be dissolved if two third members vote against the council and 

write a petition to advisors; Advisors can decided to hold a election for a new 
council 

c) However the Government Officials will continue their membership as ex-officio 
 
Co management Committee: 
 

1. Divisional Forest Officer and Upazila Nirbahi Officer (UNO are the Advisor of the 
Committee 

2. The respective Range Officer will serve as the Member-Secretary of the Co-
management Committee 

3. The members of the respective categories/groups will elect members for the Co-
management Committee according to the quota mentioned in Government Order 

4. All members will be elected for 2-year tenure except the nominated (ex-officio) 
members.  

5. No person can be a member for more than 2 (two) consecutive terms  
6. The members of the Co-management Committee will elect one Chairperson, one Vice-

Chairperson and one Treasurer amongst themselves 
7. The bank account of the Committee will be operated under the joint signature of the 

Member-secretary and the Treasurer.  
8. The Divisional Forest Officer, The Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson, Treasurer and 

Member-Secretary of the Co-management Committee will meet at least once in every 
three months to review the progress. 

9. The Co-management Committee will have its own office as far as possible near to the 
forest office. There will be a fulltime Accountant-cum-Administrative Officer. The said 
officer will maintain financial and other records of the committee.  

10. The financial book-keeping will be audited on annual basis by authorized 
institutions/organizations as directed by the Advisors. The Accountant-cum-
Administrative Officer will be accountable to the Member-secretary for all his activities. 
His salary will be borne by the Committee from its own funds.  

11. The Chairperson will preside over the meetings of the Committee and the Member-
secretary will convene the meetings and perform other secretarial responsibilities.  

12. The recruitment, financial and disciplinary rules for all appointments including the 
Accountant-cum- Administrative Officer must be approved by the Co-management 
Council. 

13. The maximum number of members of the Committee will be 29.  
14. The members of the Committee will meet at least once in a month. The quorum of the 

meeting will be attendance of 50% members of the Committee. 
15. The Co management Committee could be dissolve; 

i. Automatically, while the council is dissolved 
ii. If two third  member of the Council Objects against the Committee 
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iii. The committee could continue till the new committee is formed with the decision 
of Councilors 

 
 
The following tasks could be done for forming Co Management Council and Committee: 
 
Step 1: 

1. Discuss the GO with CMC members in a meeting and explain. 
2. We shall organize VCF in each landscape village. The members of the VCF will 

be the forest users and poor og the village. 
3. The existing FUGs will be merged in VCFs; if any FUG wants to continue as a 

FUG they can continue by themselves. 
4. This is an inclusive process; so all the forest users of the village will be the 

member of the   VCF whatever they are the member of the FUG or not. 
(Separate guideline regarding VCF and PF already circulated to all) 

5. Select two members from VCF for the Peoples Forum. 
Step 2: 

1. We have to form PF having two members from each VCFs. 
2. PF will also select 22 members for Co Management Council. 

Step 3: 
1. Discussion with different categories of stakeholders; select council members 

from the Categories according to the GO. 
Step 4: 

1. UNO will issue a letter to all council members to hold a meeting where he will  
declare the Name of the Council members. 

2. Each category of stakeholders of the council will select the members for the  
committee according to the GO. 

Step 5: 
1. Committee will prepare a plan for their activities. 
2. Committee will perform the activities.
